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INFORMATION and DOCUMENTS for a
WILD COLLECTION PROJECT
General information about areas concerned:
· Short characterization of the collection site/s (climate, range in altitude, vegetation, use for agriculture and forestry).
· Information about permissible agricultural and forestry activities in the areas of concern (e.g. extensive grazing, wood harvesting, forestation).
· Description of administrative structures (responsibility for areas concerned, structure of authorities, ownership (private, state and management of the relevant sites).
· Is there a system or authority in place that issues license(s) for wild collection and controls the export of collected items (i.e. may more than one license be issued for one site?).
· Confirmation by an independent third party (i.e. government authority or ministry) that no chemical-synthetic agents (fertilizer, pesticides, etc) have been introduced to the relevant sites during the preceding 3 years. This confirmation has to be renewed annually.
· Which measures are designed to ensure sustainability of species diversity at the relevant sites (i.e. instruction of collectors, restricted number of issued licenses by the authority).
Documents provided by the project-holder/applicant for certification
· Current license for wild collection or lease for the relevant areas
· Maps of the collection site/s (cadastre) including indications of the size and boundaries of the collection site/s, range of altitude, villages, settlements, etc...; scale not to be smaller than 1:250.000 (better 1:100.000 respectively 1:50.000)

· Description of the organizational structure of the collection system (exporter → processing units → coordinator of collectors/logistics → buyer → collector) all steps that are relevant
· List of collectors and buyers of the wild-collected products and contractual relations with the project holder
· Proof of training of collectors and buyers
· Product list and list of exported products (if not identical)
· List of the collection periods for each species
· Structure of recording system/traceability: The documentation system must ensure traceability from the product label back to the collection site and the responsible person.
· Organigramm and flowchart
· Processing: floor-plan of each unit indicating activities – i.e. preparation, storage, packing, labeling, export – contractual relations of more than one unit if applicable.
· Measures to grant relevant hygiene levels
· System for sampling of export bound products (per lot); analysis for pesticides (radioactivity depending on the region and only by accredited laboratories.
Documents such as licenses for wild collection, lease contracts, contracts with collectors/buyers etc. must be provided as certified (notarized) translations. Documentation must be recorded in two languages (native language of the country and English or German). For inspections an independent interpreter must be at the inspector’s disposal.
